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Grammar 32 — Suffix: ¢ing

Aim: Develop the children’s undérstanding of suffixes.
A suffix is one or more syllables added at the end of a
word to change its meaning.

aclivities, pp. 20 1-3)

Introduction: Revise prefixes. A prefix is one or more syllables added at the
beginning of a word to change its meaning. Revise the four prefixes covered so far:
un-, «dis-, wnis-» and dm-. With the children, think of examples of base words
that can be changed with these prefixes. Think of some more prefixes and examples
of base words that use them.

Examples: Prefix:  Meaning: Examples of use with base word:
. centi> hundred/hundredth centipede, centimetre, centigrade
pre-» before/ earlier prefix, preposition, prehistoric

Main point: Explain that a suffix is similar to a prefix. A suffix is one or more
syllables added at the end of a word to change its meaning, such as «less in
‘hopeless’, fearless’ and ‘harmless’. Ask if the children can think of any other
suffixes. They already know the plural suffixes «), «es and «ies», and they have
learnt that the simple past tense of a regular verb is made by adding the suffix
«-ed to its root. Another suffix commonly used with verbs is «ing. Like «ed, the
«ing suffix may be added in one of three different ways, depending on how the
verb root is spelt:

a) If the verb root ends with a consonant which is not immediately after a short,
stressed vowel sound, simply add «ing, e.g. jump’ becomes jumping’.

b) If the verb root ends with the letter «, remove it before adding «ing, e.g. ‘smile’
becomes ‘smiling’.

c) If the verb root ends with a consonant immediately after a short, stressed vowel
sound, double the final consonant before adding «ing, e.g. ‘pat’ becomes ‘patting’.
Remind the children that the two consonants are needed to make a wall, to prevent
‘magic’ from the & jumping over to change the short vowel sound. (See page 23.)

Write some verb roots on the board. As a class, decide how to add «ing in each case.

Examples: a) knock wish try look boil fight
b) save . complete hide joke amuse  tease
c) wag get spin drop hug plan

Grammar sheet 32: The children write inside the outlined word, Verbs, using a red
pencil. Then they read the verb root in each fish body. They decide which way to add

the «ing suffix in the fish tail, and write the new form of the verb on the line below.

Extension activity: The children add three rhore suffixes to base words, using
the extension activities on page 201-3. The suffixes are «ness, «fub and «ep.

Rounding off: Go over the sheet, with the children checking that they added
each «ing suffix correctly. Then go over the extension activities.
